	Dining 2 for $20: RiverHouse Inn
Enjoy these eclectic delicious dishes

In this job, it's pretty exciting when you hear about a new restaurant opening, especially when that restaurant is a bit higher-end and already has a reputation for having delicious food, a beautiful outdoor seating area and unique set-up.

That's what I had heard about the RiverHouse Inn in Williamston, so my friend Tiffany and I were eager to check it out.

The Experience
RiverHouse Inn is in an old house. One door takes you into the dining room, while the door on the other side takes you into a coffee shop.
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The outdoor seating area is accessible through the dining area and although it was beautiful and the majority of diners were out there, we opted to sit inside.

The main dining area is separated by rooms and stairs and very much has a house feel to it. There is also a bar that looks out onto the garden area.

The lunch menu is filled with unique sandwiches, salads and a few pasta and entree-sized selections.

Once I spotted the lobster grilled cheese I knew that was for me. Although it sounded unusual, I had a feeling it'd be amazing. I was right.

The sandwich includes lobster claw meat, fresh basil and melted Brie cheese served on grilled bread, $11.99.

Tiffany went with the roasted beef and garlic sandwich, which was roast beef and roasted garlic butter on sourdough bread with cheddar cheese, lettuce, tomato and red onion all grilled together panini style, $6.95. Tiffany said the roasted garlic butter made her sandwich very distinctive and was happy with her selection.

Both of our sandwiches came with homemade chips. Salty and crisp, they were a nice side to our sandwiches.

Our meals were delicious and provided a little something different, which made our lunch hour that much better.
